Claim for grouping of candidates

the form overleaf will be the order in which group members appear on the ballot paper.

Claim for Grouping

This group claim may be withdrawn before the hour of nomination by completing Form RO21 Withdrawal of
Claim for Grouping of Candidates.

A candidate in a group must not withdraw his or her nomination without the consent of the other(s) in the
group.

This group claim is not valid if:

(a) the name of any candidate included in the claim is included in any other claim under section 80(1) of the
Electoral Act 1907.

(b) the nomination of any candidate whose name is included in the claim is withdrawn before the hour of
nomination.

Voting Ticket Claim

The form RO22 Voting Ticket Preferences will be emailed to all candidates or agents on the evening of the
close of nominations. If you don’t receive a copy then email votingtickets@waec.wa.gov.au to arrange a
replacement copy.

If the form RO22 Voting Ticket Preferences is not submitted no voting ticket square will be provided above
the line for candidates and groups.

Voting tickets must be completed and submitted within 24 hours of the close of nominations, not
including weekends and public holidays.
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
